SUMMARY OF TALKING POINTS
From telephone conference with Warden Miller on Monday, December 19, 2011
The Chair of the IFC, Warden Miller, Lt. Bergersen, and Lt. Herron discussed a number of issues; and Vic1 reports as follows:

MAIL:  First class mail has gotten backed up to about three weeks late.  Notwithstanding the staffing reductions, Warden Miller acknowledged that Title 15, § 3133(a)(1) has a seven day delivery rule.  Toward that end, Warden Miller instituted overtime authorization which took effect last weekend, and the mail should be returning to normal.

CHRISTMAS, HANUKKAH, KWANZAA, BODHI DAY, AL HIJRA, ASHURA, ET AL. (EVERYONE!)
Christmas trees (Hanukkah Bushes, Wiccans Woods, etc.) were delivered to each of the units today.  The Goodie Bags should be delivered on Thursday the 22nd, and have already passed the required inspections. Capt. Alonzo will deliver the excess to FRCC.
TRANSITION:  As of December 5, 2010, CDCR Headquarters officially announced that VSPW is to become a men’s facility (for low level offenders).  That process is supposed to be completed by mid-Summer, 2013.  The reception center at VSPW is to be deactivated by January, 2012.  Tentatively the SHU is to be transferred to CIW early next year, subject to working out facility/space issues.  Mr. Johnny Castro has been named the CDW (A) for Re-Purposing [the facility] and comes to us from Kern.  For the duration of the “women’s purpose”, the IFC will make an update on TRANSITION a regular element of the IFC agenda.
